SIGNIFICANT INTERSECTIONS ADVANCE WEST KALGOORLIE PROJECT 
 
The West Kalgoorlie JV (Carbine Resources earning up to 70% from Cazaly Resources Ltd ASX: 

CAZ) has recently completed an RC drilling program over several prospects within the Ora Banda and 

Kunanalling Project Areas. Best hits from the program are: 

 Sabrina Prospect  4m @ 22.8 g/t Au from 68m  

 Picante Deposit  9m @ 3.30 g/t Au from 81m  

10m @ 3.64 g/t Au from 94m 

8m @ 2.48 g/t Au from 93m  

8m @ 2.98 g/t Au from 108m  

 Boundary Prospect  4m @ 7.61 g/t Au from 36m  

1m @ 34.7 g/t Au from 44m 

7m @ 3.33 g/t Au from 126m 

12m @ 2.02 g/t Au from 100m  

2m @ 9.14 g/t Au from 93m 

A drill program is due to commence on the Backflip prospect in the Grant’s Patch Project Area in early 

June following up previous high-grade intercepts from the 2007 drilling program which included 19m 

@ 13.2 g/t Au from 108m, 2m @ 12.3 g/t Au from 123m, 3m @ 16.0 g/t Au from 121m, and 9m @ 

16.1 g/t Au from 94m. 
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EXPLORATION DETAILS 

The West Kalgoorlie JV has recently completed an RC program comprising 30 holes for a total of 

3,817m. Significant results from the program include: 

Sabrina Prospect – 4m @ 22.8 g/t Au from 68m in KNRC0362. This result compliments a historic hole 

at the prospect which intersected 10m @ 12.6 g/t Au. Geological interpretation will be conducted 

immediately. 

Boundary Prospect – Numerous significant results returned including 4m @ 7.61 g/t Au and 1m @ 

34.7g/t Au adjacent to a small open cut mine in the Ora Banda region. Geological interpretations are 

continuing with a view to finding further extensions to mineralisation and defining a JORC compliant 

resource.  

Picante deposit – JORC compliant resource of 37,600oz. A small number of resource definition-style 

holes completed prior to undertaking mining optimisation and development studies. Best results 

include 9m @ 3.30g/t Au and 10m @ 3.64g/t Au in KNRC0364 and KNRC0365 respectively.

Exploration Forward Plan 

The JV has prepared a 3,800 metre RC program for the Backflip prospect targeting the interpreted 

high-grade plunging gold shoots encountered in previous drilling. These shoots have delivered 

previous intercepts of 19m @ 13.2 g/t Au from 108m, 2m @ 12.3 g/t Au from 123m, 3m @ 16.0 g/t Au 

from 121 and 9m @ 16.1 g/t Au from 94m. 

This program has been delayed by drill rig availability and is now scheduled to commence in early
